The platform is operational today — not a concept, not in development.



KEY DIFFERENTIATORS

The Universal Listener — Connects to any sensor system already broadcasting on a tactical network. Reads, translates, and fuses data without modifying existing equipment. The same adapter pattern works for a $48 USB dongle and a billion-dollar AEGIS destroyer.

Every Soldier is a Sensor (ESMS) — Turns $48 commodity SDR hardware into a distributed counter-UAS sensor network. Full kill chain in under 10 seconds. Battalion deployment: $49K vs $15M for legacy systems.

Dual-Use Architecture — One codebase serves military C2, FEMA emergency management, law enforcement, maritime defense, and community safety. Configuration determines what each user sees.

AI Governance — 4 independent AI engines with zero-hallucination SOP, MAP-GAP v2 compliance scoring, and full decision audit trails on every output.
